Hutchinson Technology Inc.
The company originated in 1965 with two young owners, John Geiss and his neighbor Jeff Green who were in their 20’s. At start the company was initially called Hutchinson Industrial Corporation and only financed with $30,000, using an old chicken coop as its location. Now, known to be the world leader in precision manufacturing, Hutchinson Technology is specialized in design and manufacture of electronic products which require chemical, electronic and mechanical technologies. Like suspension assemblies for hard disks which are critical to the operation of the disk drive, Hutchinson Technology manufactures the majority of worldwide supply of this product along with all sizes available to all products produced by all major disk drive manufacturers. In 2003, Hutchinson Technology completes a company record high profitable year with a net income of $64.5 million.
Advanced Technology Inc.

Advanced Energy Inc. with Hans-George Betz as its current CEO, was founded in 1981 and develops technologies for the manufacture of semiconductors, architectural glass, data storage products, flat panel displays and solar cells. The products of the company include gas and liquid flow management systems, thermal measuring instruments and power systems. The company does not only operate in North America but also in Asia and Europe with its main factory located in Shenzhen, China. With global sales, the revenue of the company in 2005 was $325.5 million with a net income in the 2nd quarter of 2006 of $18.2 million.
Artesyn Technology Inc.

Part of Emerson Network Power, Artesyn Technology offers standard and custom power conversion products like AC-DC power supplies, advanced DC-DC converters and power delivery systems. Its main expertise is the design and manufacture of high power density isolated DC/DC converters and non–isolated point-of-load converters. The typical products include high-end servers, data storage devices, high-speed modems, access concentrators, routers, controllers, transceivers, hubs and RF power amplifier. High volume manufacturing is done in Zhongshan, China and Tatabanya, Hungary. The company’s facility is also located in Hong Kong and was the first ISO Certified facility.
